3.  Standing Committees
The Standing Committee Chairs were informed that they can appoint members to their various committees:

· By-Laws – Ernie Rosas was given a copy of the USTNAA By-laws that was drafted in 1996 by Pete Calixto after the meeting in San Francisco.  The By-laws need to be reviewed for applicability and revised accordingly. It should then be distributed to the various officers.

· Ways & Means – Merlita Velasquez and James Puspos will sell T-Shirts at the Grand Reunion in Michigan.

· Membership – Redd Knotts will assume the committee chairmanship while Annabelle Cosas is on LOA.  

· Newsletter –The first USTNAAA newsletter was printed and distributed thanks to Rose Estrada, Editor.



4.  Membership Drive
The question was posed as to why it is difficult to get nurses to join the National Organization. Nelly Cabuslay responded that some want to be identified only with their respective Class – Year,  because they want to stay in touch with their classmates. They have the sense of belonging and recognition.

Ampy encouraged everyone to get in touch with every Thomasian nurse they know and get them to join USTNAA.

5.  2nd Grand Reunion - Michigan
Ampy requested Martha to give an update on the planned Grand Reunion.  Martha reported that all members who paid their dues in Indianapolis in June 2000 were sent flyers and program. She went over the Calendar of Events planned for September 28-30th. 

A discussion as to how the proceeds from the event will be divided between USTNAAA and USTNAAM (host chapter).

Suggestions: Net proceeds to divided as follows:

· Educational Seminar – 50/50 split

· Souvenir Journal  - 60 National/40 host chapter

· Exhibitors – 100% to the host chapter

· Dinner-Dance – 100% to the host chapter

Nelly Cabuslay suggested that USTNAAA should focus on the next 5 years on building the national treasury. She suggested that we propose to the host chapter to give USTNAA 100% of the money from the Souvenir Program or get a 50/50 split on all proceeds from all sources – seminar, souvenir journal, gala night.  Martha doubted that USTNAAM will agree to the first proposal (100% to USTNAA),  but indicated that she will talk to them about the 50/50 proposal.

A motion was made to have everyone solicit donors for the Souvenir Journal and that the minimum for each officer will be $100.00 or one-page  advertisement. The motion was carried.

Ric Garcia made a motion that each officer and member present donate $100.00 and all the names will be listed on a one-page advertisement… that way, the money will not be subjected to the 50/50 rule or whatever percentage Michigan will agree to.  The motion was carried.  Everyone will give their $100.00 checks to Martha and Martha will take charge of making the 0ne-page advertisement.



There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 7:05 pm.
